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SALLY WALKER BURSARY


KEY FACTS








Q: What is the history of Finton House School?


A:  Finton House was founded in 1987 in London SW17 as a co – educational Prep School for children from ages 4 – 11. The school welcomes children with a wide range of abilities, and aims to provide a unique positive and supportive environment in which all pupils can thrive in.  One of the main aims of the school is to allow all children, including those with special needs, to benefit from being taught together in an inclusive environment. The integration of special needs pupils with mainstream pupils has and will continue to be one of the key successes of the school. It is our belief that each child should be valued as an individual and nurtured in a mixed ability class under the guidance and support of the teaching staff.





Q: What is the Sally Walker Bursary?


A: The Sally Walker Bursary has been set up in 2007 in memory of Sally Walker, Headmistress from 2002 – 2005, who sadly died from cancer in 2006. It is a means-tested bursary scheme to enable children from the local wider community to benefit from the unique experience and ethos at Finton House School, who otherwise would be unable to enjoy the school. The fee discount will be up to 100% depending upon the individual financial circumstances of each applicant.





Q: Who does it apply to?


A: It is open to any child aged 4-11 from the local community, including those who have special needs, and those currently at the school. All applicants will be means-tested and the child will undergo an academic assessment if joining after Reception. Special Needs applicants will be assessed to ensure they can benefit from the school by being included with our mainstream pupils.





Q: How will each application be handled?


A: Each application will be reviewed by a committee (to include the Head, Bursar and two School Governors) with all applicants having to complete a confidential statement of financial circumstances.





Q: What is the target of the Bursary Fund?


A: Our target is to raise a fund of £500,000 to enable the school to offer a number of bursaries. We have raised over £300,000 so far. We envisage that the Foundation will run in perpetuity. To this end, the Foundation is being supported by donations through a number of fund-raising events from both current and past parents and donations from other charitable trust funds.





Q: Is the school a charitable trust?


A: The school is a charitable trust and is obliged by the Charity Commission to demonstrate that it is offering real public benefit to the wider community.  The launch of the Sally Walker Bursary is one of several ways the school is meeting these requirements.





Q: How is the school promoting the Bursary?


A:  The school is actively marketing the launch of the bursary into the wider community through advertising to local youth groups, church groups, doctor’s surgeries, local hospitals, other local schools and nurseries and other local professional bodies such as the emergency services.
